· Provide the free/reduced lunch ratio. 

· Define specific features your facility has such as computer/science labs and other technology, school nurse, gym, media center, special programs, and specific services.
· Describe your school’s current level of teaching resources, e.g., materials, supplies, books, and funding sources. 

· Describe classroom student numbers and the procedure for classroom assignments.

· Describe the transition plan between classes throughout the school day. 

· Define any program specialists in your school. 

· Prove student data of those participating in programs such as Title I, Special Education, Enrichment, and Alternative Classrooms.
